What does Optometrist do?

& Contact lenses, Co- manage eye diseases in collaboration with an Ophthalmologist.

They are the first point of contact for patients with eye problems.

Additionally, Optometrists help patients with less vision by providing devices that
can ease their lives and assist individual with crossed eyes through exercises and
therapies to control deviation.

Where can Optometrist work?

They can choose to work in eye hospital, corporate Optical
Outlets or can establish their own optical shops. They can
also join community eye care projects to improve the lives
of people belonging to a specific area.

Who can apply for the course?

Students who have completed thir 12" standard with English
& science subjects in Biology or Maths are eligible.
Admission are through entrance test and personal interview,
Registrations for admission starts in March or April each year.
